to Israel on the 14th of November 2023.

e Running TCD BDS/TCDSU picket to the Provost and VP for Global
Engagement since 19th of November 2023, more than 100 emails have

been sent.

Period Products

e The proposal that was put forward by Aoife Bennett was adopted by the
Student Life Committee in the sense that the committee endorsed the
idea of College paying for free period products for students and staff and
to bring this to the next logical step.

e Myself and Aoife are also working to convince DFHERIS to include Trinity
in their period product pilot programme.

Blood Tests

e Free blood tests were part of my manifesto and | have been liaising with
College Health. | obtained some figures. College Health currently charge
students €15 per blood test. This charge is for the transportation of the
blood tests to the lab at St James's Hospital. If students choose to bring
their blood sample to St James's there is no charge. From their patient
management database report, their were a total of 1805 blood tests
carried out from the 1st of September 2022 - 1st of September 2023. This
would make the cost around €27075, so 25k-30k, to abolish the charge of
the blood tests and subsidize them and make it free. | raised this as an
agenda item for my next meeting with the Provost which will be on
November 29th.

discuss this as we are in the midst of a cost-of-living crisis.

St. James

e Our Education Officer Catherine Arnold and Welfare Officer Aoife Bennett
and Off-Campus Officer Hannah McAuley and Mature Students Officer
Ailish Smith and Health Sciences Convenor Rarosue Emakpor have been
doing amazing work on this despite the frustrations we encountered
along the way. There should now be a coffee van outside. We are
working on the issue with various officers and College staff. It has been
frustrating, but we are making progress. We are working on:

o Opening the former cafe as student space in the Stone Building, the
remaining half.

o We are working on getting a proper catering outlet back in St.
James.

o As a compensation for the lost half, we are working on getting more
student spaces in the building opposite to the Stone Building .

o | am liaising with Estates and Facilities on the PHS gate issue.

Capitation Committee ToR
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e The first and second Capitation Committee ToR review working groups
have concluded and the finalized ToR, which includes a new value of
transparency and publishing of agendas and minutes of the meetings
proposed by TCDSU, will be voted on at the 29th November 2023 meeting.

Campaigns Committee/Town Hall #1

e Our discussions on November 10th 2023 revolved around the housing
campaign and ideas for Palestine solidarity actions on campus. For
accommodation, we discussed the housing survey, a possible occupation
of a government building and a banner drop on campus. | had also
mentioned that | am looking into Circuit Laundry on campus. It was also a
central focus of the discussion that the ban on signing in overnight guests
after midnight has to end. For Palestine solidarity, we discussed a flag
drop from campus accommodation as well as a digital picket (sending
many emails to Trinity), which is quite disruptive. Full minutes here.

e | helped the Gender Equality Officer Anna Kollar organise this week and
was a participant in a TFM show with her and Kate Henshaw on toxic
masculinity on the 10th of November 2023.

9. VOTER REGISTRATION
All credit goes to Ella Mac Lennan, Citizenship Officer, for the below text.

A constitutional referendum on gender equality is scheduled for next year (date
TBC), and local & EU elections will take place in June 2024. To ensure you have
your say, register to vote here now - it only takes a few minutes. You will need

your PPSN and Eircode - if you do not have a PPSN, complete the relevant form
here.

Even if you do not hold Irish citizenship, you are still eligible to vote in local
elections. In addition to this, British citizens can vote in Dail elections, and EU
citizens can vote in EU elections. First time EU registrants wishing to vote in
Ireland must complete an EP1 declaration form to prevent double voting.

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You may only be registered at one address - students who are already registered
or wish to register at their home address may apply for a postal vote. You may
also apply for postal vote if you cannot go to your polling station due to illness or
disability. The deadline for all postal vote applications is 22 working days before
polling day. If you register for postal vote, you cannot vote in person.

You may pre-register to vote if you are 16 or over. Your name will be added to
the live register when you turn 18.
